MINUTES for PROPERTY COMMITTEE MEETING

The meeting was called to order at 5:00PM.
The following committee members were present: Gull Weaver, Greg Bird, Bill Deloughy

Bill Shanahan, City Manager and Roger A. Weaver, Planning Director were present to represent staff.
Also in attendance were members of the general public.

AGENDA ITEM ONE: DISCUSSION ON THE PROPOSED ACCEPTANCE OF TWO EXISTING MODULAR CLASSROOMS
FROM THE CAMDEN COUNTY SCHOOL DISTRICT (CCSD) FOR USE AS A YOUTH CENTER.

1. Recommend to Council to accept donation of two modular buildings presently located at the SMES and owned by the CCSD.
2. Request Haskell to bear the cost to move the buildings to a site on PSA controlled land between the Library and Basketball
Courts.
3. If Haskell is not able to move the buildings. use SPLOST VI funds for the move and for hook up of
sanitary/electrical/water/communications
4. PSA would man and operate the facility for the City of St. Marys via an intergovernmental agreement.
a. The agreement would cover any use/renting by outside organizations, such as the Boy Scouts, etc.
b. Insurance by PSA.
5. The facility would be available for use by youth, citizens, and young folks.

A motion was made to recommend to Council that Council accept the donation of two modular Classrooms at no cost to the City as
discussed and outlined above. Vote was unanimous in favor of the motion.
